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FAX invites a multigenerational group of artists, architects, designers, scientists, filmmakers, 
and writers to reconceive of the fax machine as a thinking and drawing tool. Participants will 
transmit faxbased work via the museum’s working fax line throughout the duration of the 
exhibition. The accumulation of information–received in real time, in the exhibition space–
will include drawings and texts, and the inevitable junk faxes and errors of transmission, 
creating an ongoing cumulative project. 
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FAX is a traveling exhibition coorganized by The Drawing Center, New York, and iCI
