New York, January 11, 2008 - The Drawing Center is pleased to present
Sterling Ruby: CHRON, a selection of the Los Angeles-based artist's
work spanning from 2003 to the present in the Drawing Room from
February 22 through March 27, 2008. The exhibition will foreground
the formative role of drawing as medium, gesture, and act in Ruby’s
multivalent body of work, from graffiti-based spray paint drawings to
photographic collages, nail polish abstractions, and inscribed Formica
sculptures.

Sterling Ruby: CHRON will feature approximately 50 works, including
several new large-scale pieces conceived for the Drawing Room.
Brought together for the first time, this selection of Ruby’s diverse body
of work in drawing reveals formal and thematic connections rooted in Bin ST 2 _
the immediacy of the medium. STERLING RuBY, Cry, 2005. Lambda print mounted

For Ruby, mark-making, as both an atavistic gesture and a compulsion,

links drawing to notions of territory and the demarcation of personal identity and social space. While
addressing the desire to make a mark, Ruby’s work also confronts the containment of this compulsion,
from the codified geometric grid to the literal containment of deviancy in Supermax prisons, linking
mark-making to forms of social control and repression. This exhibition is curated by Joao Ribas, Curator,
The Drawing Center.

ABOUT THE ARTIST

Sterling Ruby (Bitburg, Germany, 1972) lives and works in Los Angeles and received his B.F.A. from The
Art Institute of Chicago and his M.F.A. from the Art Center College of Design in Pasadena. His work has
been included in numerous exhibitions, most recently the Moscow Biennale of Contemporary Art,
Moscow (2007); 2006 California Biennial, Orange County Museum of Art, Newport Beach; and Red Eye:
LA Artists from the Rubell Family Collection, Rubell Family Collection, Miami (2006). In 2008, Ruby’s work
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will be the subject of solo exhibitions at the Museum of Contemporary
Art, Los Angeles and Galleria d’Arte Moderna e Contemporanea, Bergamo.
